Cashing In: The Lottery Education Trust Fund  

Through the Looking Glass and its National Center for Parents with Disabilities and their Families are 

pleased to announce a total of ten $1000 scholarships to be given out Fall 2010. The scholarships are 

specifically for high school seniors and college students who have parents with disabilities. There are 

separate scholarship awards for high school seniors and for college students, and each has separate 

eligibility requirements: 

 

A) High School Seniors.  To be eligible, a student must be a high school graduate (or graduating senior) by 

Summer 2010, planning to attend a two-year or four-year college in Fall 2010 in pursuit of an AA, BA 

or BS degree, and have at least one parent with a disability.  

B) College Students. To be eligible, a student must be currently enrolled in a two-year or four-year college   

in Fall 2010 in pursuit of an AA, BA or BS degree, be 21 years of age or younger as of March 1, 2010, 

and have at least one parent with a disability.  

 

All application materials must be postmarked by March 1, 2010.  Individuals may submit only one 

application per award period.  Selection criteria for all scholarships include academic performance, 

community activities and service, letter of recommendation and an essay describing the experience of 

growing up with a parent with a disability.

situation with limited resources, budget concerns and an approaching 

election year.  The fact that we are not facing a worse situation for our 

programs is a testimony to the efforts of what we have done in the past. 

Although we have built a ñstorm shelterò by continual investment in our 

strong system, we are not immune to danger. Education and CareerTech 

issues must be at the top of the legislative radar if we are to survive and 

thrive in this time of scarcity. 

 

ñMembershipò in not just about the money contributions but signifies the unified efforts of the profession: 

there truly is strength in numbers. When a member signs up with PAC, the assurance of our voices being 

heard as a profession is increased. Current members are needed to help keep our profession strong and keep 

the focus of the legislatures on supporting education and CareerTech initiatives. We count on the 

membership to help us stay true to the issues at the local level as well. When you know and work with your 

local representatives, they are much more open to hearing our voice at the state level because they put your 

face on the needs and issues, and it becomes personal.   

 

We have many ñrequests for contributionsò that we are waiting to fill. We simply must wait to see what we 

will have to work with. Sometimes in storm situations, you have to ration your resources so that all survive. 

The rationing can stop when provisions are sent: please give careful consideration to joining PAC by 

signing up and giving your contributions. If you are already a member, stay tuned to the issues, encourage a 

non-member to join, and add an additional contribution for the assurance of being heard in the coming year. 

 

The Challenge List:   

1) This is a major election year: help us make the appropriate contributions for campaigns particularly for 

Governor and Lt. Gov. by ñtoastingò us with a weekôs worth of what you would spend on your favorite 

beverage.

4) Develop and have a ready answer for ñWhy do you believe in CareerTech?ò and ñHow does CareerTech 

make Oklahoma a better place for our students?ò It could be everything from providing for healthy and 

self-sufficient citizens to increasing the quantity and quality of a sustainable workforce: say what you 

truly believe that promotes the good of all.  

5) Understand the inner workings of your profession, and support those who are supporting us, from Dr. 

Phil Berkenbile, to Kelly Arrington, to your officer team, and to our OkACTE office staff. We are all on 

the same team and although we canôt all know everything, we can certainly look to each other for what 

we need. 

 

Just because there is a storm aô brewing doesnôt mean we wonôt make it through. Heed the warnings, take 

precautions, and work together. There is a lot of room under the CareerTech umbrella, and we donôt want 

anyone left out in the rain!
